We 
stayed at "The Stables" near Lymington.  It was fantastic.  Our accommodation 
was in a cosy log cabin and although it was basic it was clean and functional.  At 
least it was clean until Ben discovered the pond!  We don't keep our horses at 
home so it was great to be able to look out of the window and see them first 
thing in the morning.  The horses were provided with stables and turnout.  It 
was very flexible and we could turn out whenever we wanted.  In fact I think 
that Ken's favourite bit was having a field full of grass all to himself. 

 

The stables offers a tailor made riding holiday.  You can choose from hacking in 
the forest, riding on the beach or lessons with Anna Bruce the resident BHS 
registered, advanced event ride.  It was really relaxed and informal.  Anna was 
great, really helpful.  She provided us with maps and detailed instructions for 
our forest hacks and they were obviously good as we didn't get lost.  We were 
inspired while we were there and had a jumping lesson (anyone who knows us 
will know what a rare event that is).   

 

For me the best part was riding on the beach.  It 
brought back all my childhood memories of gal-
loping along the beach in Northumberland.  My 
ponies were obviously much braver than Ken as it 
took us quite a while to get anywhere near the 
sea.  In his eventing days Ken would happily launch himself into water without

TVRC Goes Eventing! Emma Delport 

 

One of British Eventing's more local events, Ascott under Wychwood, was held 

this month, over the weekend of the 16th and 17th July. Several TVRC members 

were competing accross the full range of classes so we thought a little report 

was in order! 

 

Starting with the big stuff, Libby Child took her lovely mare Clarrie to compete in the 

BE100, hoping to emulate their impressive form XC from MK camp! All started well with a 

good dressage and clear SJ, however Clarrie decided she didn't like the fountain in the wa-

ter jump and unfortunately that was the end of their day out. In the BE90 Tracy Annison 

and George flew the TVRC banner, with a dressage score of 41, just 4 faults SJ and an im-

pressive clear XC, good enough for 19th place in a strong section. Then it was the turn of 

the BE80, a relatively new addition to the BE classes on offer. This saw four TVRC members 

competing, three of whom were returning to the BE field after long absences. In section H, 

Fiona Wyles and Kelly Austin (returning after a two year break from BE) both posted very 

impressive dressage scores, placing them in 2nd (Fiona with 26.5) and 5th (Kelly on 30.5). 

Kelly continued well with a lovely clear SJ, however Fiona and Charlie  had a few problems 

SJ which sadly put them out of contention. Section H saw a lot of problems on the XC 

course with strong winds making things more difficult for all riders, with less than a third of 

that section going clear XC, and unfortunately Kelly had to retire after an untimely dis-

mount when Prince took exception to some shrubbery fluttering violently in the wind un-

der one of the fences and Fiona's Charlie also took a dislike to the XC course! 

Section I saw the return of Lara Booth and Afron, who has been a dressage diva for the 

past few years after injury, and also Emma Delport and J, who have been away from BE for 

a year. This section was very strong in dressage scores, but both Lara and Emma were well 

placed - Lara in 2nd place on 22.5 and Emma in 8th on 26.5, going into the jumping phases. 

Both Afron and J seemed pleased to be back and jumped clear rounds SJ and went on to 

post double clears after flying round the XC. This was good enough for both to move up the 

leader board with Emma finishing 6th and Lara moved into the lead and won the section! 

Welcome back Lara and Af!

There are several of us playing on the eventing circuit this sum-

mer who Iôm sure will be up for the challenge!  So an email has re-

cruited 10 names to date! So, what is Team Chasing?  Well this is what I 

found on the Team Chasing website:  

ñThis is a sport in which a team of four have to go as fast as they can 

across country over large natural fences. It is half -way between eventing 

and point - to -pointing. So horses need intelligence, control, balance and 

jumping ability. The horse ideally needs the talents of an eventer com-

bined with the stamina and speed of a point - to -pointer. It is necessarily 

a dangerous sport.ò 

Hmm, no need to worry then! Luckily there are some ñintroductoryò 

novice classes which start at 2ô9/3ô0 with a bogey time, so it becomes a 

gloried pairs XC competition, just with 4 of you all jumping together in-

stead of 2.  Youôre supposed to stay in your chosen jumping order 

throughout the course and the time of the first 3 home count.  No penal-

ties for falling off or going wrong ï you just get back on and carry on ï 

and get to the finish ASAP!  

Our first planned event is 10 th  October at Bicester.  We have enough for 

2 teams so far so weôll see what happens.  If you fancy having a go then 

email Tracey Annison at annisontj@yahoo.co.uk .

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Many thanks to those of you who wrote in with your prod-
ucts endorsementsé..if yours isnôt below, fear not it will ap-
pear next month!  
 
I use a product called Pollenex which is made by global 
herbs for my chap Vinnie. I have owned him for 4 yrs and 
he only shakes his head in the summer. It started when we 
had some oil seed rape growing right next to our fields and 
he was awful, he would try to strike his face with his hoof, 
rubbed his nose along the ground and gallop around the 
field. He is a sensitive horse anyway and always wears a 
fly rug and mask both in and out of the stable during the 
summer. I tried to leave him without a rug one summer 
night but he kicked a hole through to the next stable. If I keep him with some sort of 
rug on he is settled and fine. I then tried to help the headshaking. I tried tablets 
from the vet, equine americas ' shakerguard ', local honey etc etc. Nothing seemed 
to help. He also wears a nose net during the summer months which is a HUGE 
help especially when riding through woods or along roads with hedges each side. 
Two years ago i came across Global Herbs and called one of the vets who, after 
listening to everything i told him about Vinnie, told me to put him on 'shake free' 
and 'pollenex' together but when the 'shake free' ran out to only continue with the 
'pollenex'. He still headshakes from time to time but NOTHING compared to how 
he used to be. He is on it from March-September and i can honestly say it has to 
be working as i had tried so many other things first. I would recommend 'Global 
Herbs' to anyone and they are really helpful when you phone up. Eileen Douglas 
and Equestrian World both stock a range of their products which makes it easy to 
get. So that along with his nosenet and 'Phaser' fly spray, which stinks but is very 
effective, keeps my boy a lot happier through the summer months. Although i try to 
avoid the yellow rape seed fields, I have on occasion had to ride past or through 
them, and he still shakes but no where near as violently as he used to and stops 
once past it. I hope this might help others out there to give their equines a little re-

lief from this awful condition.                                              Jo holder
