London and SE Horse Trials Qualifier: Call
for Team Members

The Area Qualifier for the London and South East Horse Trials will be held at Cho-
lesbury near Wendover on Sunday 28th August.

Entry restructions are:

Horse and rider not to have been placed in first six in a BE Pre-Novice or com-
pleted a BE Novice Horse Trials or above in the last 3 years. Horse must not have
gualified for Intermediate or Open National Riding Club championships during the
last 3 years.

The club can enter as many teams of 4 as we want to and the finals are at Mat-
tingley on Sunday 25th September. The dressage test is BRC HN1 and sj and xc
are 2'9. In previous years the sj and xc have been quite generous and suitable for
horse/rider combintions who wouldn't perhaps be confident to do the area ODE at
Snowball Farm, but it is worth noting that the official maximum height is 90cm so
certainly at the finals if not Cholesbury there will be some BE90 fences.
