Anyhow costumes were quickly put on as
Kate transformed herself into someone who just walked off the set of Bonanza and
we dressed Tom up with a neckerchief for effect and so it was showtime. The test
started well with the familiar fanfare on entry (just to grab peoples attention) and
then the music started and we had some watery sunshine as clearly the dressage
gods were looking down on us today as Kate and Tom got started into their routine.
